Great 4th Race
July 11th

This annual race, held close to the 4th of
July, is an event of the Maritime Museum's
chapter of the Traditional Small Craft
Association and is open to all traditionally-
rigged sailing craft.

It is, in spirit, a reenactment of the
historic voyages made by small boats to
carry news of the signing of the
Declaration of Independence to the
communities along the outer banks of
North Carolina.

The “Great 4th Race” is a rally of sorts.
The varying speeds of the boats dictate
shorter legs and regrouping the fleet to
keep the boats closer together. The course,
announced Saturday morning by the race
committee—to suit wind and weather—is
designed for a 4 - 8 hour race. It covers 6 -
20 miles and fosters fun competition. The
start and finish line is at the dock of the
Watercraft Center. Skippers meet at 8:30,
race startsat9 am.

Sign up sheets for the Friends-owned
skiffs will be posted in the Watercraft
Center 30 days prior to the event.
